Dear Friends of the Preborn,

A devastating defeat took place in Mississippi since last I wrote.  The Personhood
Amendmentfailed to passthere. The vote was 42% for and 58% against.  The results were
shocking given that just two weeks before the vote - polling showed the amendment was
headed to pass by nearly 20%.  

There is plenty of blame to go around from betrayal and treason on the part of pro-life and
religious groups to the lies of Planned Parenthood and a willing lapdog mainstream press,
but the bottom line is the people voted to allow the shedding of innocent blood to continue
in their state. By voting as they did, Mississippians have effectively called for the innocent
blood of the preborn to be upon their own heads.

Please take time to read the enclosed article by Jason Storms about the vote in
Mississippi.

Jason was there for two days prior to the vote and three days after the vote.  The reason
he was there is because the Tour being conducted by Faithful Soldier School of
Evangelismand Missionaries to thePrebornfor Miami, Florida was changed to the first
week in Mississippi and the second week in New Orleans.

The Tour went great in spite of the vote.  Many people heard the Word of God preached,
many thousands of pieces of literature were put into people’s hands, and many great
discussions and debates took place. The Tour date was as scheduled - November 6th-18th.
A team of 32 people traveled on this Tour.

Now those of us in Wisconsin will have a chance to act on behalf of the preborn.  A
Personhood Amendment has been introduced in the State Legislature.  Call your
representatives and ask them to add their name as a sponsor.

Also, Missionaries to the Preborn will be conducting a Tour as part of the States of Refuge
from April 30th - May 11th, 2012.  This Tour will be held in the states of North Dakota,
South Dakota, and Wyoming [see the enclosed announcement and details]. 

Please pray for the missionaries as they continue out at the deathcamps here in
Milwaukee everyday that babies are being murdered by abortion.

May the Lamb that was slain receive the reward of His suffering!

On September, 30, 2011, in an unusual move, the Illinois Department of Public Health closed

down the infamous Rockford abortuary for having an unsterile environment.  Missionaries to the
Preborn has traveled to this deathcamp on a number of occasions over the years, as it is 

just south of the Wisconsin border.  

Amazingly, the deathcamp has remained closed after a number of hearings.  The next hearing is
scheduled for January 4, 2012 .

Why a Personhood Amendment 
is Good for the Preborn

While Wisconsin Right to Lifeis busy telling Wisconsinites that a Personhood
Amendment is bad for Wisconsin, the truth is such an amendment is goodfor the preborn.
Those who say a personhood amendment is bad for Wisconsin assert that such an
amendment to our State Constitution would nullify Wisconsin’s anti-abortion statute
presently on the books.

Such an assertion is a lie. Not only does common sense repudiate such a notion – that an
amendment declaring the preborn to be personsnullifies a statute outlawing their killing
– but the Wisconsin Supreme Court has already ruled in Wisconsin v. Cole [2003] that a
state constitutional amendment does not necessarily nullify existing state statute. 

The truth is the Personhood Amendment is good because it declares the preborn to be
“persons” which is a term which grants them legal status.  This is why the U.S. Supreme
Court in its’ Roe v. Wade decision refused to consider the question of the preborn’s
“personhood” because they wanted the preborn to NOThave legal status so they could
make them open game to the abortionists who kill for profit.

The Justices stated plainly in their Roe v. Wadedecision, “[Texas] argues that the fetus is
a ‘person’ within the language and meaning of the Fourteenth Amendment...If this
suggestion of personhoodis established, the appellant’s case (or Roe’s case) collapses,
for the fetus’right to life is then guaranteed by the 14th Amendment.”  Hence, you see
the importance of the preborn being declared “persons” by a State legislature.

Personhood Amendment efforts are good for the preborn also because they grant a vast
opportunity to educatethe masses regarding the humanity and person of the preborn.
Everywhere personhood efforts are being made, grass roots work by pro-lifers out on the
streets, in the marketplace, and through various relationships impacts people to rethink
abortion, and for the first time actually see the preborn as part of the debate. 

Personhood Amendment efforts also grant opportunity to remind and make clear to
people that our nation and society, by declaring the murder of the preborn to be ‘legal,’
are violating God’s Law.  We need to call our nation to repentance of this national sin,
and to faith in Christ.

Finally, by bypassing the federal government (which heralds abortion as a ‘right,’and
funds and protects those who murder the preborn) through the process of having State
legislatures or the people themselves through referendum declare the preborn persons,
the lesser-magistrates are given opportunity to interpose on behalf of the preborn and
defy the federal edict of Roe v. Wade. (over)



Yes, the magistrates should have acted in defense of the preborn the day after Roe v Wade
was decided, but this grants them opportunity to do so now.  The Personhood Amendment
provides the State magistrates a means of interposition for the sake of the preborn. 

If the magistrates and people reject this action on behalf of the preborn, they call for the
innocent blood of these children to be upon their own heads, but if they embrace this
action and stand against the immoral, unjust ruling of Roe v. Wade, they will restore the
‘rule of law’ to their land and beckon the blessing of God on their State.

So yes, in that regard, not only is the Personhood Amendment not only good for the
preborn, it is good for Wisconsin.

In closing, when Wisconsin Right to Lifesays a Personhood Amendment is bad for
Wisconsin and they have pensions for their employees, perhaps it should make us wonder
how serious they are about actually bringing an end to the murder of the preborn. And,
perhaps if they ended paying their employees pensions, they wouldn’t cite the cost for a
Personhood Amendment as a reason to oppose it.

STATES OF REFUGE TOUR

A crushing blow struck the pro-life community two weeks ago as the Mississippi Personhood
Amendment was soundly defeated via popular vote.  While some may be inclined to think this
was a relatively insignificant vote in a relatively insignificant state I would like to shake that
misconception.  

Over 40 years ago a seemingly insignificant civil war in a seemingly insignificant part of
Southeast Asia brought the eyes of the watching world and altered history.  Of course those
who pay attention to more than the headlines on Yahoo news and who study history more
deeply than sifting through career mishaps of pop celebrities, understand that the Vietnam
conflict was, for a brief moment in history, the epicenter of conflict between world powers
and their ideological advancement on the earth.  

In much the same way the battle over Amendment 26 in Mississippi – a vote to define a
legally protected person from the moment of fertilization – brought onto the rural southern
battlefield the two major ideological powers of the modern culture war in America. Planned
Parenthood and their minions on one side, advancing “progress” and the ideals of the sexual
revolution, poured millions of dollars, hundreds of trained “organizers” and much mainstream
media artillery to the frontlines in Mississippi.  

On the other side a collective of pro-life organizations, churches and conservative, traditional
family values folks from around the country led a grassroots campaign to make Mississippi
the first abortion-free state and to strategically undermine Roe v. Wade.  Just as champions of
God, family and country failed to turn back the stampeding tide of atheistic communism
within a little war torn Asian country, so too the good folks of Mississippi and beyond failed
to turn back the blood-soaked, godless hands that threaten to undo our entire civilization.

Many were grieved over the election results on Amendment 26. I personally felt as though I
had been kicked in the stomach for about three hours as I watched the precinct reports trickle
in.  I felt, in a small way, much like the wearied soldiers returning home from Nam to a
culturally shell-shocked nation in defeat.  

I was awoken from my depression, though, by the tenacious optimism and resilience of the
pro-life people in Mississippi.  Though America lost the Vietnam conflict, we went on to win
the Cold War.  Communism collapsed in the hollow shambles of the Soviet empire. I believe
we will see the forces of darkness, who make themselves wealthy off the blood of the preborn
and the moral corruption of our youth, collapse in similar fashion.  Truth will prevail. 

Vietnam was a humiliating and eye-opening time for our nation.  Corruption and
mismanagement within our own ranks caused our most humiliating defeat and gave great
