Though this ministry is often heartbreaking, calls
like the one above encourage us to continue on.

Jim Pouillon was shot and killed outside a
Michigan high school last September, while
speaking up for the preborn children.

Therefore, we spent much time
preaching, calling upon the physicians to use their moral
authority for good and not evil; to lay aside their
reputations and self-ambition and take action on behalf
of the preborn as the physicians from the 1800’s did.

The effort in San Francisco was the smallest team we ever had to call ACOG to change
their policy.  Only 12 people participated between the two days - May 17&18 - we were out
there.  Nevertheless, the Lord used our simple efforts for good.  We had many
conversations - and some confrontations.  

As usual, we found that the foreign
doctors attending the conference tended
to be much more supportive of our efforts
than the Americans.  Where baby-
murder hasn’t been rationalized,
justified, and legitimized, the people still
readily recognize abortion for what it is -
rank murder!

Many foreigners therefore gladly talked
with us.  Many Americans however,
smirked or mocked.  These educated
assassins have no compassion for the
preborn and have been trained by the
medical community and our culture to
look past their humanity.
