Dear Friends of the Preborn,

Many Christians have attacked our efforts on behalf of the preborn over the years.  This
happens because much of American Christianity is rooted in Pietism.  Pietism thinks that
Christianity only affects the inward or the personal.  The pietist believes that the “only
solution” for the ills of society is to “just preach the Gospel,”therefore our trying to stop
abortion is a waste of time. Once a majority of people get saved - so their logic goes - only
then will there be a change for good in the culture and laws.

The problem with this view is that Jesus said narrow is the way that leads to life and FEW
there be that find it (Mt. 7:13,14).  Hence, those who truly convert to Christ will always be
in the minority - a small minority.  The “we need to change hearts; get the majority of people
saved; and thenwe'll see the laws of the land change” is simply not true.   

The pietist also says that we’re amiss in telling people not to kill their babies because  “We
should expect sinners to act like sinners.”  In truth however, that sinners will act like sinners
is precisely whywe need good laws in our nation.  The moral law of God is for sinners. (I
Tim.1:9-11)  Law restrainsmen from doing wrong or evil, and punishes them when they
do.  It does not make men good - only the Gospel does that.  But it does restrain men from
doing evil.  Remove all laws tomorrow and you'll soon see what a restraining affect law has
on men, as societal lawlessness would soon result.

Christian men once understood this important matter.  This is why the Law of God was the
‘higher law’ which all nations in Western Civilization upheld and were accountable to for
nearly 1500 years.  Christians over the last 150 years however, have thrown the law of God
under the bus, and justify it all by glibly saying "I expect sinners to act like sinners."  The
result has been the rule of law is crumbling in America and all of Western Civilization.  

The moral law of God not only benefits men at a personal level - shows men they are
sinners in need of a Savior - but it also benefits men at a societal level.  It is objective truth
to which ALL are accountable - all men and all governments of men.

Are we saying that preaching the Gospel isn’t important? No. All the literature Missionaries
to the Preborn produces includes a Gospel message. Hearing the simple message of the
Gospel; turning from your sin; and believing in Jesus is the only way for salvation - that we
affirm and practice.  But when the pietist says that preaching the Gospel is the only solution
for change in the culture - that we deny and prove to be false.

May the Lamb that was slain receive the reward of His suffering!

We only had about 15 people for this effort, but we built two "walls of truth" which 
the buses passed closely by.  Here is one of the walls.

We had two truthtrucks for this
effort. Ron Brock's from California

and ours.

The police swarmed us as soon as we set up because the
McCormick Place officials tried to throw us off where we
stood, and we refused to leave. We set up two "walls of

truth" right where the buses carrying the teachers came off
the freeway and went into the convention center.  In the end
we had to move a few people a few feet, but were able to be

a witness within 10-20 feet of all the buses!



... even in the pouring rain Missionary John Stambaugh stands watch at the Affiliated
deathcamp in Milwaukee to speak with women and men headed there to murder their sons
and daughters.  This is one of the focuses of Missionaries to the Preborn - to be at this
deathcamp every minute they’re open in order to offer help to moms, and to rebuke sin.

Many good and great things happen from the Mission’s simple efforts of being at the
deathcamps, and displaying the bloody remains of the murdered preborn.  For example:

Last week: A mom brought her daughter to get an abortion. They talked with one of our missionaries’and
informed him and another man there that they had asked God for a sign if they were wrong to have the abortion.
Our missionary was standing there with a literal graphic sign which they pointed out. They decided to keep the
baby and went to the Crisis Pregnancy Center nearby! 

Two weeks ago:The founder of Personhood Mississippicalled to inform us that a Christian Crisis Pregnancy
Center which does post-abortion counseling informed him that a woman came into their place recently burdened
with her sin of abortion.  They asked her what had pricked her conscience?  She said that last March she saw
people out on the busy road with bloody photographs (this was us!) and they gave her literature which also had
a graphic picture.  They proceeded to lead the woman to salvation in Christ!

Thr ee weeks ago: We were told by a Crisis Pregnancy worker here in southeastern Wisconsin that a woman
came into their place, and informed them that she had an abortion scheduled but decided not to go through with
it.  When they asked her what caused her to change her mind, she replied that she saw someone standing out by
the road with a graphic picture of an abortion!
